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IPS 2026 Fall Semester Curriculum

Courses offered in the Day Division are open to students of all programs and year levels. Ph.D. students (course codes 7 and 8), M.A. students (course codes 5 and 6), and Continuing Education Program students (course code 9) may enroll in these courses. However, Ph.D. and M.A. students are not permitted to enroll in courses offered by the Continuing Education

Program.
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Master's students may take a maximum of 12 credits per semester. Any request to exceed the credit limit must be approved in advance by the course-group advisor or thesis advisor and the Director of the Institute through the prescribed application procedure. Students may take up to 9 credits from courses offered by other departments or institutes (excluding jointly
offered or merged courses with this Institute); however, such credits may not be counted toward either the major or minor concentration requirements.
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
